Directions: Answer the following questions within your group to determine which business would be best for you and your community.

1. List as many business or services that you can think of that would be in high demand near a baseball stadium.

2. Of the businesses or services listed, which would still be in demand during the off season. Why?
3. Which businesses would produce the most economic profit? (profit after expenses)
4. Taking into account your own likes and dislikes, which business would bring the most enjoyment for you? Why?
5. What kinds of non-price competition (Non-price competition is a marketing strategy “in which one firm tries to distinguish its product or service from competing products on the basis of attributes like design and workmanship”) would you engage in to attract business?
6.  Most consumers make their purchases with businesses that are all close to their homes. Do you think the presence of the team and stadium would attract more people and potential customers to live in the area? Why?
7. Do you see the presence of a stadium in your community as a benefit or detriment to the residents? Why?

8. Explain the real issue in your mind regarding the A’s proposed move to San Jose (using the article).
